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MEMBERSHIP REGULATIONS 

effective from 1 July 2019 until changed otherwise
Welcome to Ladies Pro Golf Tour of Asia established in 1983 

The following condition shall apply to every player who wishes to join the LAGT. Those who wish to join the LAGT tournaments are requested to read and accept all the condition mentioned in the below.

Once she sends the entry form to any tournament of LAGT, it deems that she accepted all the condition and abide by them.

GENERAL

  All tournaments in the Ladies Asian Golf Tour shall be conducted in accordance with these 

  regulations. However any tournament such as a co-sanctioned event with other Tours may 
have a different or additional regulations which shall be separately announced.

LAGT HEAD OFFICE

The LAGT head office means the LAGT office registered at 51, Minamidai, Ushikawa, Toyohashi, 

Japan.

LAGT TOURNAMENT OFFICE

The LAGT tournament office means the LAGT office located in Japan, while, if simply called as the Tournament Office, it means the tournament office temporarily located at the tournament golf club.

TOURNAMENT ADMINISTRATION

1.QUALIFICATION CRITERIA
Qualifying School shall not be held, unless announced otherwise, to determine the exempt players in the following season.

When there are more applications than the limited fields, the proposed number of LAGT players shall be selected along (1) the previous year’s performance in LAGT, otherwise the latest one when the tournament is held in the latter half of the year, (2) her past contribution to LAGT, (3) her latest best performance in her home tour and/or (4) any other considerable factors.  

But, the LAGT chief commissioner’s choice is final.
2.REGULAR TOURNAMENTS

Regular tournaments shall be held between January and December every year. 
  SPECIAL TOURNAMENTS

The details of the special tournaments like the draw for the rounds, the entry fees, the quota

of the fields shall be determined by the LAGT Board Meeting and announced separately.

3.MEMBERSHIP CATEGORIES

(a)The membership expiry term is a single year from 1 January till 31 December.

(b)The membership application can be made anytime when she applies the entry form to 

the first event of the regular tournaments which she wishes to play, and pay the entry fee 

inclusive of the membership fee stated in the below clause 8. .
Below are LAGT’s membership categories.

ACTIVE MEMBER

: When a player plays any one of LAGT tournaments in a calendar year, she can be an active member until the end of the season in the following year season (the end of December next year) subject to playing at least one tournament and can continue the active membership in playing at least one tournament in subsequent years.

PAST MEMBER

: A player loses the active membership when she has not played in any of the LAGT tournaments in the following year, but she shall be registered as a past member.

VISITOR

-Any participants who play the LAGT tournament without paying the membership fee ( i.e. players in a joint sanction tournament entered through other Tour or an invited player and etc.)
4.PRIZES
(a)The purse of each tournament consists only of prizes for total scores returned in the 
tournament and shall not include the cost of any accommodation provided, 
Professional-Amateur tournament prizes, daily best score prizes, course record prizes, 
hole-in-one prizes and other prizes.

(b)All money prizes advertised shall be distributed to professional competitors. 

Amateur competitors shall not be taken into consideration in determining places for the 

purpose of prizes money distribution. 
(c)Prize money shall be distributed in accordance with the Prize Distribution Schedule 
separately annexed unless indicated otherwise.
(d)After making the cut, if a player is disqualified from a tournament she will not receive 

payment. 
(e)After making the cut, if a player retires through illness, injury or any other reasons, she will not receive payment  

(f)The prizes advertised shall be distributed under the distribution schedules along the below 
standard . 
In the event that no round can be completed through no fault of the competitors, 25% of the total open prize money shall be divided equally among the professional competitors. 
However, if the tournament will not be reasonably practicable due to the nature disaster like a storm, earthquake or so, and the organizer declares the cancellation of the tournament before the first round of the tournaments starts, the above clause may not be applied to.
fifty per centum (50%) of the Tournament Prize Fund is paid to the top 50 players ( or top 60 players in some tournament ) along their scores where only one round is completed by all the Players;
one hundred per centum (100%) of the Tournament Prize Fund is paid where only two rounds or more are completed by all the Players who are eligible to play in such rounds.
(g)In the event of a tie for first place, the competitors tying shall as soon as possible continue 
to play off, hole by hole, until the winner is decided by elimination. The purpose of the 
play-off shall be to decide the champion of the tournament only.

If the champion happens to be an amateur, she shall be awarded the championship trophy as 
well as the best amateur cup, however the first prize money and sub-prizes if any will be 
given to the next best professional. If there are more than two next best professionals, the 
gross prize money funds shall be divided equally among those tying (no play-off held for the 
purpose). 

If there are more than two amateurs tying for a place besides the first place, the best 
amateur may be decided in accordance with a hole-by-hole countback from 18th hole on the 
card.

(h)In the event of a tie for any other places, the prize money for such places shall be added
and divided equally among those tying.

(i) Prize money will be paid to players net, after deduction of local taxes, levy as applicable.
A receipt for use as a tax credit will be supplied by the tax deducting party.

(j) Prize money may be transferred to player’s bank account in US dollars by the tournament sponsor, unless announced otherwise. The bank charge shall be managed by the received levy in the below-said (k) in principle. However, the bank charge over the received levy shall be burdened by the player. The first cable charge shall be paid by LAGT, however if the first transfer is returned back due to the player’s unsufficient information, the bank charge for the re-transfer shall be deducted from the player’s earnings.

(k)A 5% levy is deducted from all prize fund gross earnings on the LAGT tournaments. The levy 
deducted shall be the fund for LAGT . The players entering the tournament through other 

Tour’s entry category have to pay the levy separately announced by the other Tour to the 

said Tour in case of a joint-sanction tournament. The levy shall not be double charged.
(l) in some tournament, the prize fund shall be deposited and guaranteed ( before one month to the tournament date ) by the sponsor into LAGT’s account registered in Japan which shall be converted into Japanese yen by the conversion rate on that deposit date. Therefore, the prize money shall be transferred to a player from Japan “ in Japanese yen “ after the tournament is concluded. Thus, in such case, the advertised US dollar would be converted in Japanese yen along the conversion rate when it was deposited and be paid. Any gain or loss on the conversion rate will be at the player’s benefits.
5.ENTRY REGULATIONS AND PROCEDURES
(a) All LAGT entries must be made to the LAGT Tournament Office personally. Any member 

wishing to enter must do so, prior to relevant closing date as published, in one of the 

following way only;-
  by completing the appropriate entry forms in the LAGT official website and forwarding 
it by the e-mail attachment to the LAGT Tournament Office.

    The LAGT players official website for entry procedure:

(b)For all entries received at the LAGT Tournament Office, a confirmation of entry will be sent 
to the applicants by return e-mails as soon as the entry is closed.
Once your entry to LAGT was accepted and approved on the closing date of entry, you should reconfirm your participation in the tournament by the return e-mail within a week. Without your reconfirmation, the acceptance/approval shall be invalidated.

NOTE: LAGT shall send the letter of acceptance by the e-mail to your contact e-mail 
address which you have stated in your entry form. When our e-mail does not reach  you due to any wrong e-mail address stated in your entry form or you have not read our e-mail in time for whatever reason, it shall be at your fault.
(c)Closing date of entries ( standard only unless stated otherwise in the players fact sheet )
For joint-sanctioned tournaments with other Tour, the following regulation shall apply;

1. Any pro-player shall be able to send her entry-application to LAGT.

2. However, once LAGT has accepted and approved her application to the tournament ( which would be advised right after the entry was closed ), she must not withdraw from the LAGT’s acceptance later for the purpose of playing this tournament under another joint-sanctioning body or the sponsor’s invitation spots. In such incident, she shall be fined and charged US$500 at the registration on the tournament site. 

For avoiding such incident, you should be reminded not to apply the entry both to LAGT and to other party(s) at the same time, which means the double-bookings shall not be allowed.
3. However, if you like to withdraw from the tournament at all due to the medical reason or an 

unexpected incident, you may follow our cancel policy published in this guidelines – Clause 6.
One Month Rule

(a) Entries will close at 15:00 Japan Local Time on the date of one month before the first day of the tournament unless otherwise informed in the tournament fact sheet.
(b) All amateur entries must be made to the LAGT Tournament Office through the respective 
local golf association of the tournament country via respective national golf association where the applicants are belonging under the above-said  “One Month Rule”.
(c) Any invited players by the sponsors or whoever shall be applied to this “One Month Rule”.
Visa

The visa to enter the country for joining the tournament is all at the player’s responsibility. What LAGT can help is to issue an invitation letter with LAGT’s letterhead to the tournament 

6.CANCEL POLICY
(a)A player who withdraws from her entry within 15 days of the first round will be fined.

Disciplinary Actions: US$300 

  However, the below case shall be exempted from the penalty.

(1) support by a relevant medical certificate issued within seven (7) days of the date of 
withdrawal. or
(2) sudden condolence ( funeral of a relative in the third degree ) during the same week of the tournament. or
(3) most unavoidable reason that LAGT accepts <note 1>
<note 1> Due to any disasters beyond the tournament organizer/LAGT can control – 

war, terrorism, nature disasters like earthquake, storm, typhoon or 

epidemic disease, a part or the whole of the tournament can be cancelled by 

the tournament organizer / LAGT. If a player is afraid of such a case, she 

can withdraw from the entry, too without any penalty. The safety and health 

of the player must be the first priority.

Under Such uncontrolled circumstances, when the tournament is cancelled before the first round of the tournament starts, any cancellation charge 

imposed by the airlines or the hotel shall be at their cancel-policy and the tournament organizer/ LAGT may not be in the position to compensate it. 

  No show at the registration without advance notification: US$500
(1) No excuse shall be accepted in this case.
Until the payment of fine, the player shall be banned from forthcoming tournaments of LAGT
(b) For the avoidance of doubt, members who are on the reserve list after the closing date for 

entries may withdraw from that event without penalty providing she has not already taken up 

an option offered by LAGT to play.
7.REGISTRATION

Players MUST register in person

(a) The registration must be completed by the player signing up in the registration sheet provided, confirming their own caddies if they list to use their own, and giving any 
necessary details for the event, and the entry fee must be received by the LAGT 
tournamemt office no later than 3:00 P.M. hours local time on the designated registration date of the tournament. ( i.e. Tuesday when the tournament starts from Thursday )
It is suggested that members should register immediately on arrival at the tournament site.

(b)Players who find they are unable to meet the deadline must contact the LAGT tournament 
office in writing or telephone call prior to the deadline, otherwise the players who fail to meet the said deadline will be removed from the draw or entrants’ list. In the absence of the player, only exception is that her delegate could settle the signature and necessary payment for behalf of the player at the registration, when LAGT agrees to the delegation and is convinced that the player will absolutely join the tournament.

(c)Players do not show at the LAGT tournament office at all without any prior contact to the 
LAGT Tournament Office shall be fined whichever any reasons by.
             U$500 and banned from the following tournaments until the pay  

8.FEES
(1)LAGT Membership Fee

(a) The LAGT membership fee for professionals shall not be applied, unless announced otherwise. 
(b) Those players who enter the first tournament in the season shall become the member of LAGT until the end of the following season.
(2)Tournament Entry Fee

(a) The entry fee for each tournament is US$100 or equivalent local currency by cash only, unless announced otherwise. However a sponsor’s invited player shall be separately determined between the sponsor and LAGT.
(b) Amateurs' entry fee shall be under the discretion of the local organizer, if any.

(c) The entry fee must be paid at the REGISTRATION. 

(d) The entry fee shall not be refunded once she has paid at the registration but withdraws the entered tournament afterward.

(e) In case of Joint-Sanction Tournament, the entry fee for the joint-sanctioned tour’s players 

shall be determined and collected by their respective Tour.
9.SIZE OF FIELD
A field of 126 players including 4 amateurs for standard full field event of regular tournaments.
Minimum Fields

The minimum fields of a tournament shall be 50. Unless the number of applications 
as at the closing date of entry ( otherwise one month before the tournament ) reached the Minimum Fields, the organizer shall have the right to cancel the event.

Therefore, the applicants are advised not to proceed to any payable preparations 
until reaching this minimum fields or until the closing date of entry.

The following representative fields shall apply to LAGT regular tournaments unless announced 

otherwise.

The previous year’s or the latest Order of Merit may be referred to select the exempted

players to each tournament. ( this shall not be applied when the tournament recruit the 
participants under the first come first choice basis )
Unless the exempted players reoprt their attendance within the closing date of entry, or in case of first come first choice basis’ entry procedure, the exemption category shall be lost.
10.ELIGIBILITY:
Eligibility to be a member

(a) Professional entries shall apply the following eligibilities.

* The applicant must be a female, 

* She must be 18 years old and above (exception: if she is already a member of another professional golf tour),

* She must be a full playing active member of LAGT ( see LAGT membership category ) or a certified member of any country’s LPGA/PGA/Tour. She must be identified her status with the membership card, the membership number or membership list issued by its LPGA/PGA/Tour. 

* Apprentice professional including trainee status or teaching status who experienced the final stage of the latest tour -Pro-Test of another recognized major Professional Tours such as USLPGA, LET, JLPGA or other Tour which has multiple stages of it only,

* Any other players who are approved by LAGT to play LAGT Tour.

(b) The above conditions shall not apply to any amateur participants entered through their respective golf associations.

(c) Players who are under the age limit and play overseas must be accompanied by their parents or her legal guardian, if their entries are accepted.

PLAYING STANDARDS OF MAX SCORING:

Any tournament participant who records a score of +16 and more in the first round of a tournament must retire from the second round. This regulation shall be implemented at the discretion of LAGT Tournament Director, having taken into consideration prevailing weather conditions.

11.DRAWS 
The draws for the first two rounds are left to the discretion of the Organizer under consultant with LAGT Tournament Director. (Please see the example annexed to these Rules.)

However, due to the TV broadcasting schedules only, the draw for the second round can be 
made along the first day’s scorings returned.

CUT-OFF AND DRAW FOR THIRD ROUND 

After the 2nd round the field shall be reduced to the 50 leading professionals and those tying 
plus any amateurs within the pro’s cut line. 

The draw for the third round shall be based on scores returned after the two rounds and shall be made as follows;

(a) The field shall be divided into two halves as nearly as possible with the leading scores in the first half and the others in the second half and so that the number of players in the first half shall be a multiple of three.

(b) The first half shall start from the 1st tee and the second half from the 10th tee.

(c) From the 1st tee better scores shall start later, but from the 10th tee the better scores shall start earlier. (Please see the example annexed to these Rules.)
(d) In spite of this format, using only the first tee start can be considered if the circumstances allow.
12.CADDIE & CADDIE FEES

(a)The Organizer for each tournament is suggested to fix the caddie fee to avoid the

misunderstanding between player and caddie. The LAGT recommends that the caddie fee 
may be included some tipps because some national players may have no such custom as 

paying the tipps 
(b)Unless specified otherwise on the relevent players fact sheet, caddies are compulsory 
through the tournament including practice days.

(c) Only caddies allocated by the Club may be used. Caddie are booked for players during a 
tournament week, and therefore, the players who booked house caddies in advance must 

employ the caddies through the week.
(d)If the player, without proper reasons, cancel the caddies booked in advance, she will have to 

pay the relevant caddie fees to the caddie or the club through the week. The change of the caddie between the private caddie and a house caddie can be accepted until 10 days only before the tournament starts.
(e) Some tournaments however may allow the players to bring her own caddie. In this case, 
the player must inform the LAGT Tournament Office in advance when they return the entry 

form and also reconfirm the usage of your own caddies at the registration. The player will be 
fully responsible for the actions of her caddie throughout the tournament. The caddie must 
wear the flat bottom shoes. A private caddy may be charged some subsidy to the 
club.
(f) The caddie is compulsory during the tournament including practice rounds, however it will 

be up to the availability of the caddies at the golf club.

The caddie trolley or cart, if available, is permitted during the practice round, but not during 

the tournament.

  However, this can be flexible due to the golf course condition or caddies condition.
13.DISCIPLINE

(a) All participants and their own caddies brought with them of the Ladies Asian Golf Tour shall be bound by the Tour Rules. 
Tournament officials shall report to the LAGT Chief Commissioner any misbehavior on the 
part of the players or their own caddies so that appropriate action may be taken.The 

Organizer of the tournament in which any gross misbehavior is reported, in consultation 
with the LAGT Chief commissioner (if present), may withdraw the player’s invitation to play 
in subsequent LAGT tournaments. 
In such a case the tournament concerned shall be advised as to the reason or reasons for the withdrawal of the player from further participation on the LAGT.

(b) All participants in the LAGT must attend the dinner or cocktail party held by the local golf 

association or the sponsors, unless their absence is permitted by LAGT. 
Disciplinary Action: minimum U$100 fine

(c) The top three winners in the tournament are required to attend the prize giving ceremony, unless proper reason of the absence is approved.
Disciplinary Action: Minimum U$300 fine

(d) No one, except the competitors are allowed to play a practice round together with the 

tournament competitors on an official practice day, unless the organizer accepts due to the 

sponsors’ requirement.

Disciplinary Action: Minimum U$300 fine

14.NON-GOFLERS ATTENDANCE

(a)The players’ guests, families are welcome to the tournaments, but must be conducted as 

well by the LAGT regulations separately advertized.
(b)Their behaviours are all under the responsibility of the players.

(c)When they usage the privilege of the players' ones like transport between the hotel and golf 

cousres, they are to take a permit from the Tournament Office in advance and advised that 

the first priority of the privilege is the players’.  They are only allowed to usage the privilege 

when to find same vacancy.

(d)Some area of the function shall require them to wear the ID card which can be sold at the tournament office.

15.INSURANCE

All foreign participants are required to have adequate insurance coverage during her travel 
and golf play for personal accident, medical expenses, baggage loss and third party liability.

 The attendance in the tournament is at her own responsibility legally and financially. Should 

something happens on the player during her travel and golf play, LAGT shall be no responsible 

of indemnifying for her. 
16.PRO-AM TOURNAMENT

(a) Professional and amateurs participating in the Professional-Amateur Tournament shall be 

selected by the Organizer of that tournament under consultation with LAGT Chief 
Commissioner.
However, it is suggested that the main participants shall be selected from the 

previous week’s tournament results and the rest shall be chosen by the sponsors.
(b) The Pro-Am event is a part of the Tournament which the players entered.The professionals 
selected by the Organizer must play on the Pro-Am except for medical reasons or other 
reasonable circumstances.  The medical report must be submitted when she withdraw the 

Pro-Am as the medical reason.
Disciplinary Action: minimum U$200 fine

The players who withdraw the pro-am must not practice at not only the course but also the driving range, putting green on the same day of pro-am.

Disciplinary Action: minimum U$300 fine

(c) The Professional-Amateur Tournament should be played on the day before each 

tournament, if possible. Otherwise it will be on the day after the event.
(d) If for any reason, such as bad weather or darkness, the Committee considers it 
impracticable for all competitors to complete their rounds, the Committee may either cancel 

the competition or award the prizes based on the scores of those competitors who have 

completed their rounds. 

(e) The prize money for the Professional-Amateur Tournament can be distributed equally to  the all participants, of which fee, if any, is U$100 each is suggested. However, most of the Pro-Am event may have no prize money or no appearance fee.
(f) The pros caddie fee for the pro-am event is suggested to be paid by the Pro-Am organizer.
AMATEUR PARTNERS IN PRO-AMs
 Members are reminded that it is extremely important to their own livelihood and the success of the Tour that they endeavor to make pro-ams as enjoyable as possible for the amateurs participating.  Charting yardages during the pro-am round is not allowed.  Members should eat with their team and socialize with their amateur team members.  See Player Fact Sheets for Dress Code required

Disciplinary Action: Minimum – U$200 fine 

17.OFFICIAL SCORES AND STATISTICS
It will be required for each tour member in each round of the relevant tournament to submit at score recording an accurately completed Official Statistics Card.

Players must co-operate when asked for details of their scores as well as her personal profiles by the official recorders on the tournament site.

18.MEDIA and PUBLIC RELATIONS

The importance of full co-operation with press, radio and television needs no understanding. Players must comply with reasonable requests from the Tournament Media Manager to attend the press/ media centre and co-operate with the media immediately on completion of the tournament round. Members should not make derogatory or contentious remarks about the tour, sponsor, the course or sister professionals.
To ensure maximum goodwill and preserve the good name and reputation of the tour it is vital that players make every effort to support all public relations activities organized with a sponsor.

Disciplinary Action: minimum U$100 fine

19.DRESS
The Tour is a professional organisation and one’s attire, conduct and manner should reflect this.  Players are expected to be smartly dressed and groomed at all times both on and off the golf course. Shoes must be clean and polished.  Clothing must be tailored, clean, tidy and most importantly appropriate to the game of golf.  Blue denim jeans are not acceptable at any time other than travelling days (arrival and departure from golf course ONLY)

The standard of dress will be monitored by the Tournament Staff and the executive board members who are present at each event.  The Chief Commissioner shall have full authority to interpret this regulation and any standard of dress which is considered inappropriate will incur disciplinary action which may be a verbal warning in the first instance; subsequent offences by the same player will automatically incur a fine

Dress requirements for a particular function will be specified in full in the relevant Player Fact Sheet in Categories as defined below and Dress Fact Sheet.  The following Dress Categories will apply:


Code A: Golf


Casual smart golf clothing - appropriate to the game of golf


Code B: Casual


For lunches, prize presentations and pro-am drinks  (examples: trousers and smart blouses)


Code C: Cocktail Parties and Dinners


Smart dress trousers/ dresses/skirts   (Any type of golf wear is NOT acceptable)

Disciplinary Action: 
Minimum U$50 fine; doubling for repeated offences, 
20.CONFLICTING ADVERTISING RULE
In all cases approval for competitors or caddies to wear or display conflicting advertising
matter must be obtained from the LAGT Tournament Office prior to the commencement of 
the tournament

21.PHOTO RIGHT

The LAGT has the right to use the participant’s photo for publicity purposes, such as the 
website, the printings and all media rights not only in the respective tournaments but also in 

the LAGT’s publicities in past and future.
This right shall be effective when the player sends the entry form of any tournament to LAGT, or LAGT accepts her entry to the respective tournaments.
A player must declare in advance to LAGT in writing when she wishes not to be used her photos or profiles, otherwise the player shall be deemed that she has agreed to this clause. When the printings have been made before the player’s declaration reached LAGT and the photos cannot be easily removed, her proposal shall be effective only after her declaration reached LAGT.
The LAGT shall allow the tournament organizer/sponsor to use this right on their tournament publicities only in that year and in the following years. 
FILM and MEDIA RIGHTS              
The television, radio, film and all other digital and electronic media rights of all players participating in events forming part of the Ladies Asian Golf Tour, or any other golf event run in conjunction with or under the auspices of the Ladies Asian Golf Tour, shall be assigned to the Ladies Asian Golf Tour and shall be retained by the Ladies Asian Golf Tour in relation to archive material.  No person is authorized to make any use, commercial  or otherwise, of the Ladies Asian Tour name or logo without the advance written approval of the Ladies Asian Tour


Disciplinary Action:  Minimum – U$50 fine

22.NOTES  ON LADIES ASIAN GOLF TOUR TOURNAMENT RULES

All Members should secure a copy of the Tournament Rules card.  

These are reviewed annually and can be obtained from LAGT Head Office, from any

Rules governing play shall be:-

Pace of Play Policy

Any player accumulating three penalized times within a season will be fined US$200 
with the fine doubling for each subsequent bad time

　　Disciplinary Action:
U$200 fine per offence as above
23.PLAY, FORESHORTENED OR CANCELLED - GUIDELINES 
a)
The general objective in cases of suspended play is to complete as many rounds as possible at the scheduled time.  The final objective is to finish the Tournament on the scheduled day
b) 
If play is suspended, every effort will be made to resume play the same day, even when that round cannot be completed before dark
c)
If it is impossible for the entire field to finish a scheduled round, there are two 
alternatives:

i.
To cancel the round and play it in its entirety the next day,  or


ii.
To finish the suspended round when conditions permit
d) 
If less than 50% of the starting field can complete play on the first scheduled day, the round may be cancelled.  The decision whether or not to cancel a round will be at the discretion of the Ladies Asian Golf Tour Officials
24.PRACTICE REGULATIONS
a) Practice shall be permitted by players only in designated practice areas only at 
designated times

The following system shall be operated and monitored closely:

· Practice Sheets for the day will be available next to the Club reception or in the Tournament Office at 06:00 each practice morning to book times that day from 07:30 onwards

· Prior to 09:00 practice will be on a first come, first served basis

· Registered players must either sign up personally (+ for group – 1 match only) 

· Reservations cannot be accepted by telephone

· Cancellations can be accepted by telephoning the Tournament Office

Players must always be aware of their position on the course and pace of play during 
practice rounds.  Only one ball shall be in play with the following exceptions:

i.
If a player misses the green with her shot to the green she may play one additional shot

ii. 
Not more than three chip shots may be played from beside the green provided such practice does not damage the course

iii.
A maximum of two bunker shots may be played towards the green from a greenside bunker.  All other practice bunker shots (maximum two) must be played away from the green
c) In any case notwithstanding the above regulations:

· No additional practice strokes shall be played if the group behind is waiting to play  
· Any group must leave the green as soon as the group behind is ready to hit to the green

· Where Pro-Am teams catch up with members in a practice round, those members must immediately leave the course and allow the Pro-Am to proceed without any interruption

Times for practice rounds must be approved by the Tournament Director and reserved 
on official time sheets
e)
Players who have missed the cut must give priority to those who have qualified for the final two days


Any practice which threatens to damage putting greens is unacceptable  (for example, remaining for an excessive length of time at any one point on the green)


Players are encouraged:

· to wear flat soled shoes for practice sessions after practice/tournament rounds

· to be aware of the damage caused by the persistent use of chalk lines


Disciplinary Action:  Minimum – U$50 fine

25.ETIQUETTE

If a Member or her caddie is seen or reported for breaking any of the under noted Rules of Etiquette the Member shall be subject to disciplinary action:

1)
Not repairing pitch marks on the green

Not raking bunkers

Failure to allow groups to play through when waiting for a ruling

Failure to control temper anywhere within the environs of the Club or the course

Using a mobile telephone anywhere on the course

26.PLAY-OFFS

In the event of a tie for first place in a stroke play tournament a sudden death play-off will be used to decide the winner unless the Conditions of Competition, as authorized by the Tournament Director, allow an alternative
   The player who play the play off shall not change the caddie only for the play off, excepting 

the case that her caddie serving through the week is hesitated to serve for or is retired from 

the play off
27.ORDER OF MERIT

 The LAGT Tournament Office shall prepare an Order of Merit for the Ladies Asian Golf Tour 
at the conclusion of each year’s LAGT. Only the members shall be listed in the OOM.
The definition of the member in OOM is :
1): the player who pays the entry fee to LAGT, and/or

2): the player who is deducted the LAGT levy out of her earnings 

The Order of Merit may be referred to select the participants in each tournament in the 

following years, and /or in the tournament of the rest of the year.
28. ANTI- DOPING POLICY

This Anti-Doping Policy is adopted and implemented in conformance with the principles of the World Anti-Doping Agency (WADA) Code, and is in furtherance of the LAGT’s efforts to eradicate doping in the sport of golf.

Anti-Doping policies, like the Rules of Golf and conditions of competition, provide a framework of conditions under which elite golf should be played. Anti-Doping policies are not intended to be subject to or limited by the requirements and legal standards applicable to criminal proceedings or employment matters. The minimum standard set forth in this Policy represents the interests of fair sport and should be respected by all courts and adjudicating bodies.

All those involved in golf, including Players and Player Support Personnel e.g. caddies, coaches,medical and administrative personnel, have a responsibility to respect the Anti-Doping Policy of the respective golf tours, national unions or federations and any other relevant bodies in accordance with the WADA Code

If a player is found to have committed an anti-doping rule violation, she may face disqualification both from the tournament at which she was tested (or otherwise committed the violation) and from any subsequent tournament in which she participated until provisionally suspended or rendered ineligible under the Policy. Disqualification in such cases includes the loss of all results, points and prize money. 

29. Personal Data Privacy and Security Regulation

1) LAGT shall not publish all the personal data privacy to the public unless the player agrees to or unless the publication is regarding to the tournament which the player joins.

2) The player shall require LAGT her tax invoice or other personal data if she needs it, and it shall be directly sent to the player herself, unless she advises LAGT in writing to send otherwise.

30.CHANGES TO REGULATIONS
These Regulations can be amended at the end of the season, if necessary, by the LAGT 
Management Meeting.

1. As the prize money shall be paid in US dollars, any fractional dollar money shall be rounded
down. In the event of other currency paid, it shall be announced in the tournament fact sheet 

in advance.
2.Every competitor who qualifies for and completes the final round, but does not win any prize 

under the above schedule, will receive prize money as below.
  The 2.50% reserved shall be shared by such competitors equally, provided that each share shall not exceed the lowest prize paid under the above schedule. 
3.If you failed to present yourself to receive your prize money at the place and hours 
advertised, the tournament committee will have no duty to deliver it to you by any means.

4.The prize money shall be paid in cash at the spot advertised on the day when the tournament 
is finished unless it is transferred to the player’s bank account. 

  The tournament committee may have no responsibility for any doubt of your count of the 

prize money after you left the venue or the country.

5.A 5% levy shall be deducted from your earnings after the local tax deducted as LAGT fund to 
cover its administrative expenses and to operate the LAGT. 
6. The cable charge at the bank shall be borne by LAGT by only one time transfer within the received levy. If the transfer is bounced by the either bank due to your wrong or insufficient information of your bank details, the second time transfer charge shall be deducted from your earnings.

7. The prize money shall be paid after deducting the local tax and its tax receipt shall be issued 

by the tax deducter.
8. After making cut, if a player is disqualified from a tournament, or if a player cannot 

complete the stipulated round because of illness or injury, she will not receive payment.

LAGT PLAYERS' COUNCIL

The Players' Council is a body to whom the LAGT Board has delegated responsibility for the formulation, co-ordination and expression of players' opinion with regards to matters pertaining to the Ladies Asian Golf Tour (LAGT) policies.

This covers tournaments/competitions, review and approval by the Tour Commissioner and/or Director of Tournament Operations on all matters relating to the Tour. This includes formulation and amendment of Tour rules and regulations, ethics and conduct.

All recommendations made by the Players' Council must get the approval from the Board which comprise of Chairman, President, Commissioner and Senior Advisor.

The Players' Council shall constitute the principle means whereby player opinions are expressed to the Board and LAGT staff. A member of the Board shall attend the Players'Council meetings and present a report of the proceedings at the next Board meeting. However the member is not eligible to vote.

The Players'Council shall be responsible for communicating with the Commissioner and/or the Board on suggestions and compliants made by the members (players). The Players' Council shall represent all members collectively and individually.

On becoming a member of the Players' Council, each player voluntarily submits herself to standards of behaviour and ethical conduct beyond those required of ordinary golfers and members of the public.

Members of the Players' Council shall conduct herself in a manner that shall not discredit the reputation of the Tour or its members, board or staff.

Each Players' Council member must take responsibility for promoting adherence to the rules and regulations by the members. She has to comply with the member's regulation herself.

The initial structure of the Players' Council is five (5) Tour Members nominated by the Board, but shall not be structured for a while, until otherwise.

Chairman:
Committee members:

The Players' Council should not have more than two members from one country sitting on the main committee.

The Players' Council shall from time to time elect one of its member to be the chairman, who shall preside all meetings. The term of office for the Chairman is two (2) years.

The main committee of the Players' Council will each be given LAGT email. For example: xxx@lagtpro.com
Tour members are nominated to serve on the Players' Council and should be prepared to serve for a two-year term that could be renewed automatically unless the member proposes retirement.

Players' Council members should not be approached with problems or queries on tournament/competition days in order to allow them to exercise their rights as players to concentrate on their game. The Commissioner, or in his' her absence, another member of the staff can be approached to hear and discuss matters with players at any time.
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
